


WMNF Comes Alive:

Tales Of

--And A New CD Series

When the WMNF Community built our wonderful
radio station facility, we were able to realize the dream of
having a state-of-the-art live music studio that fully
represents the sound of the great artists who play there.
We host live acts in our studio several times a week, and
now I'm going to give you a glimpse into our in-house
concert recording.

I've been helping engineer the Live Music Showcase,
airing Fridays at 9am, since February of 2005. | feel very
lucky to have been given the opportunity to learn all
aspects of the Mike Eisenstadt Live Music Studio and to be
part of presenting the show, alongside Bill Dudley, Nell
Abram, and Steve Arduengo.

Every week, we get what Nell refers to as “our own
house concert.” We've been visited by a long string of
bands, spanning all styles, such as singer-songwriters,
folk, blues, Americana, rock, bluegrass and alt-folk.

Sometimes, we may have limited exposure to the
band's music beforehand, especially when it's a national
act. So, we don't always know what to anticipate, and at
times the bands arrive not quite sure what to expect
from us, either.

After all, we are a community station, but not a typical
one.The challenge for us as engineers is to get the best
sound from the band we can--and do so within an hour,
usually--including setup.

As with most live broadcasts, small technical glitches
can happen, but most of the time the show goes

smoothly,without any problems.When we get it right,it's
a great feeling to see the band members notice the qual-
ity of the sound of our wonderful studio. It shows on
their faces as they play, and the music reflects their
elation.

It popped into my head one day that it was a shame
that the programmers don’t have the opportunity to
further share with WMNF listeners all the music we
record. That's why | began editing the live music from
various performances--and now, the first Live Music
Series CD is complete and ready for all WMNF Program-
mers to use on their shows!

All the tracks were performed and recorded in the Mike
Eisenstadt Live Music Studio at WMNF. Most of them are
from the Live Music Showcase, but I've included songs
from live sessions on other shows, such as the Sonic
Detour and the afternoon R&B shows.

The artists featured on this first edition are Rebekah
Pulley, the Eilen Jewel Band, Mad Agnes, GeriX, Enter the
Haggis, Have Gun Will Travel, HuDost, Maggie Council,
and Will Quinlan & the Diviners. Soon, | will also produce
a late night edition.

In order to preserve that“live”feel, very little has been
done to the tracks to prepare them for broadcast. Most
tunes include an intro and/or an outro to provide some
insight into the performer--or the song performed.
